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intake valve, worn lobe on cam,
rocker problem, “shutters” mis-
positioned in the runners. (Toyota,
Vortec, etc. with variable runner
length). Comparing measure-
ments between cylinders is
important. 

Example 2: Restricted Exhaust
If snap measurements are sig-

nificantly higher
than 80 percent of
cranking measure-
ments, look for
restricted exhaust
on that cylinder,
such as worn
exhaust cam lobe
or collapsed lifter.
If they are all 
high, look for a
clogged catalytic
converter.
